CHANGES TO THE STRUCTURE OF MANLY WARRINGAH GYMNASTICS CLUB. 
Notice to all members, 
 
After consulting legal opinion we are required to notify all members of changes to the structure of MWGC. 
I wish to notify you all that our club has undergone massive changes in the past 3 years and we have restructured the way we 
operate and account on a day to day basis. 
 
We are now financially stronger than ever and our club is moving and working towards a new venue, MWGC is rock solid and 
here to stay! 
 
We have for the last few years submitted financial reports from our auditors to Fair trading that have raised eyebrows, our 
legal position to remain a “small club” has been in question for quite a while and now that we have increased the overall 
revenue again to its current level we are forced to make these changes. 
 
Due to the success of our club and it’s continuing growth we have had to change our registered status from our current Not for 
profit Organisation to a Company Limited by Guarantee. 
 
This is a simple legal process that must be undertaken as we have exceeded the turnover allowed by Fair Trading to stay under 
our old banner. 
 
Nothing changes in regard to the position of our club and I need to notify all the members that we are still wholly owned by the 
community, still non for profit and at present those who will serve as the board of Directors are unpaid and hold these positions 
as volunteers with the exception of Mr Martin Shields. 
 
We have a board made up of members the previous committee and management. 
 
Members of the new board were accepted as follows,  
Mr Ian Hardy (parent of members and current President) to be CEO of the new board 
Simon Fraser (parents and fundraising manager, acting as secretary) to be the nominated secretary of new board 
Martin Shields (General Manager and Head of coaching MWGC) to be a member the new board to represent the staff and 
management. 
 

Donalda Brown (parent of members and current committee) to be a member of the new board representing the members. 
It has been resolved by the committee of MWGC that the business status of the club will undergo changes to comply with 
Australian Securities and The Department of Fair Trading rules and regulations.
